I sincerely appreciate the time and effort you have put toward resolving the Roland Park Place parking issues. I am concerned about the parking proposal’s impact on the surrounding neighborhoods. I would like to see this resolved by Roland Park Place reconfiguring parking on its site and by renting parking spaces at the Zurich building that Johns Hopkins is in the process of purchasing. 

I firmly oppose the incorporation of any new properties into Roland Park Place’s PUD. To do so would tear holes in the fabric of an otherwise vibrant neighborhood and by extension destabilize a corridor of communities including Hampden, Rolden, Roland Park and others.
